	Evidence of school performance 
Key statements from Ofsted report(s) relating to the performance of disadvantaged pupils:

	2015- Pupil premium money has also been put to good use to ensure that disadvantaged pupils get the same chances as everyone else, as well as additional help with their work when they need it.
Governors access training to enhance their skills and finances are well managed. They have a good understanding of how funding for the pupil premium and sports funding is spent to improve outcomes for pupils.
Overall, disadvantaged pupils perform as well as their peers at Key Stage 1 and better than their peers at Key Stage 2 in reading, writing and mathematics. Senior leaders use assessment information to track the progress of this group of pupils carefully. As a result, the achievement gap to other pupils nationally has closed at Key Stage 1 and is rapidly closing at Key Stage 2.
EYFS- The needs of disadvantaged children, disabled children and those with special educational needs are therefore very quickly identified. As a result of this timely intervention, both these groups of children make good progress.


	School’s pupil premium statement:

	Meadowside CP & Nursery School serves a community of high deprivation and children’s starting points of entry to school are typically very low. It is our aim to help children overcome any barriers that they may have in areas such as Speech & Language, Phonics, Reading, Writing and Maths. A significant proportion of the Pupil Premium Grant is therefore allocated to ensuring high quality targeted provision for those children who need extra support to make the accelerated progress required to catch up with their peers. 
However at Meadowside it is also vital that we provide our children with a high level of pastoral care, nurture and that we support families in keeping our children safe. This level of support and ‘social & emotional’ development often provides our children with the foundation to make good academic progress too.

	Strengths

Progress Whole School (2017/18
There is no significant difference in expected progress in writing in KS1 and PP pupils outperformed progress significantly compared to non PP pupils in reading and maths,  
There is no significant difference in KS2 PP expected and more than progress in writing and maths. In reading there is a significant difference of 13.8% 
In KS1, 22 pupils received some kind of intervention support. 
In KS2, 70 pupils received some kind of intervention support. 
External feedback with regards to impact and quality of Teaching Assistant provision and support was exceptionally positive.
KS2 Attainment - 2017/18)
In Maths and writing there is no significant difference when you omit SEN pupils from the data. In GPS PP pupils are in line with non PP pupils and there was no significant difference.
When PP / NON SEN are compared to National, attainment is above in GPS, writing and maths. It is just below in reading. (-5)
PP/Non SEN and Non PP pupils all made 100% more than expected progress.
KS1 Attainment - 2017/18)
PP/ Non SEN pupils are in line with Non PP/ Non SEN in maths and writing. In reading there is a significant difference of -24.5%. There are 9 PP/ non SEN pupils and 4 met the expected standard. In Y2 cohort there are 15 non PP/SEN pupils and 12 pupils met the expected standard
Year 2 Phonics
There is a significant difference of -10.4%, between Non disadvantaged pupils  (93.7%) and disadvantaged  ( 83.3%) phonics at year 2 . However there is no significant difference when you omit SEN. 75% of the SEN pupils are PP.



	Areas of Development

GLD
There is a significant difference between Non disadvantaged pupils and disadvantaged GLD attainment - 50% PP compared to 66.6% non GLD. (-16.6%).  There is less of a significant difference when you omit SEN. No identified SEN / PP  (61.5%) and no identified SEN/ non PP (72.7%) - a difference of -11.2%
Year 1 Phonics
There is a significant difference between Non-disadvantaged pupils  (75%) and disadvantaged (50%) attainment at phonics at year 1- Difference of -25%. This reduces to 17% when you omit SEN. (The year 1 cohort has 73% Pupil Premium and 85.7% of SEN pupils are PP. This is a poor attaining cohort, with only 27% achieving GLD in reception and 56.6% achieved phonics attainment.)
Due to the high number of SEN PP pupils in all cohorts there is a significant difference in reading, writing and maths attainment between Pupil Premium pupils and non-Pupil Premium pupils.


	Actions required 
· Pupil progress meetings analysing groups of target children who need to make accelerated progress in a term (more than 1 point).
· Complete analyse of all PP pupils in class with detailed interventions, teacher focus groups to ensure accelerated progress.
· Comprehensive Teaching Assistant appraisals with a target group of children that need to make accelerated progress, inc PP pupils.
· Whole school improvement to improve attainment in writing and reading, through developing oracy skills in children.
· Implementation of whole school strategies include use of Assertive Mentoring, Big Write, Talk for Writing WTSA project and whole school training on developing oracy, so that staff model, correct, challenge and enhance language.
· Monitoring focus with Inclusion Team to improve outcomes for school support children and ensuring SEN attainment gap is closing.
· Analysis of all subjects, core and non core by subject leaders using KLIPS, bespoke assessment online data system to achieve 80% ARE.
· Extra adult employed in Year 2 to support lower attaining cohort.

	Overall Evaluation of impact
The progress of all pupils in receipt of the PPG is measured and compared with the national average for non-PPG pupils . Furthermore school measure the progress of such children against their peers within school in all year groups. This is detailed in a Pupil premium data pack.
